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ventions for sacred music. 

Throughout the month of December we will begin our Centennial 

celebrations with a look back on a century of church music.  We 

will begin with a traditional Byzantine Liturgy chanted by Dr. Ar-

istotle Papanicolaou, who is also going to speak to us about the 

evolution of church music (December 3rd), we will continue with 

a selection of all Greek choir music from about 75-100 years ago, 

rendered by our choir with a few guests (December 10th), then a 

modern Byzantine choir chanting the Liturgy in Greek and English 

(or, alternatively, a group of youths chanting the Liturgy from the 

Metropolis CampðDecember 17) and finally the Christmas Litur-

gy with our choirôs current music (December 24).  You will get a 

chance to experience different arrangements and even musical 

languages (Byzantine vs. Western), while still recognizing their 

common underlying Orthodox piety. 

Even before December, we have a couple of special choir events.  

On Sunday, November 12, while our church is being repainted, we 

will go as a parish group to the Seventieth Anniversary of the New 

England Choir Federation at the Annunciation Cathedral in Boston 

(contact the office for transportation arrangements, or make sure 

to reserve a spot the preceding Sunday in church).  You will get a 

chance to experience a choir bringing together singers from many 

parishes across the Metropolis (including our own) and singing 

together Dean Limberakisô majestic arrangement of the new offi-

cial English translation. 

Last, but not least, our choir is ñtaking the show on the roadò by 

singing the ñLessons and Carolsò at the Holy Trinity church in 

Concord, together with the Concord choir (November 19th at 

5pm).  This way, we are beginning to spread what has been an 

original and very successful program developed in our church for 

the enjoyment and edification of faithful from other parishes.  

Once again, contact us for carpooling arrangements. 

My hope is that all these choir and chanting events will inspire 

more of you to join your voices to ours in giving glory to God.  

Remember, we offer practices every Monday and we welcome 

anyone who is willing to learn, regardless of their previ-

ous experience!

Those of you who have been in church 

this fall know that we are discussing with 

our children the inner workings of the 

church, both in terms of church organiza-

tions and of Sacraments.  The month of 

November we talk about the choir, chanting and prayer.
